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SYNKRETISMOS

This term has been used by Plutarchus to indicate "the unity-front of the people of Kre-
ta". Although they quarrelled among themselves constantly, towards strangers from overseas
they formed one front.

Erasmus re-introduced the word. He meant to indicate with it a harmonisation of cuntrary
tendencies.

In this sense the title of this work has to be understood: a number of substantial parts
in diverge ways, which nevertheless go together in a harmonious way, and are united by one
theme.

My intention with this work is, to create a composition that is, - and this is true, -of
our times through notation, harmonies, changing meter, rhythm and melody, but in such a
manner, that both amateur-musicians and the audience still can comprehend. In this way
more or less a pedagogic work, together with its value as an "Oeuvre de Concert".

SYNKRETISMOS has been dedicated to one of our best symphonic bands. Before starting to
compose, I attended the rehearsals of the band several times to study its musical and
technical possibilities. I immediately became impressed by the warm sonority the bass-
section produces, mainly due to the presence of stringbasses. This first impression never
left me, so its not surprising that, - whenever I think of this orchestra -, I hear those
basses!
Now, the tuning of the bass being E-A-D-G, I involuntary made this the theme of the work.
Besides, this progression of fourths is a very characteristic one, and opens many possibi-
lities to the composer.
The theme is introduced by the fourths of the bass-tuning, with the E shifted to the rear
and octavated, thus giving a minor third G-E, an interval that will become very important
later on in the work. After this theme starts a development by raising the G and the D a
semi-tone. This "alteration"-way becames also important later on.
To give any idea of the harmonisation: in bar 4 we have a bass E, on top of which we find
a D (7)-chord, a minor-third chord of a alterated A (=Bb), and up high in the flutes two
ents of the G-major chord (g and b). In this way, also this "poly-hamnny" has been
built on the tones of the bass-tuning.
The theme now steadily extends by means of shifting with semi-tones the four "fundamen-
tals". The importance of the progression of fourths is once again shown by the trumpets
(16) and the timpani (18). From bar 19, the theme starts to get more movement, and in bar
25 we meet again, as if it were incidentally, the minor third in the horns. This minor
third, - along with the progression of fourths, - is getting more and more important from
now on.
The G.P. (34) makes a separation between what we could consider as an introduction and the
first part.
Part I is clearly based on the progression of fourths, although the minor third is impo-
sing itself more and more.
The theme of the fourths unfolds itself fully when the trumpets come in at bar 109, and
part I concludes with minor thirds (129, trombones) which resolve in one large tone F,
introducing part II. This tone F undergoes as it were a real metamorphosis, out of which
it appears as a long extended D (149), once again a minor third!
